JOINING REQUIREMENTS
All new members must complete and sign the following forms:

er Sydney Kendo Club (SKC) Membership Form
er NSW Kendo Association (NSWKA) Registration and Insurance Form

While there is no "Joining Fee” to join SKC, there is an annual registration fee and these fees must
be paid before partaking in full-time training and are detailed on the NSWKA membership form.

The SKC Membership Form can be handed to one of the SKC Executive Committee. The
NSWKA Form and payment must be given to an NSWKA representative.

SCHEDULE OF FEES
SKC Training Fee is a mere $60 for adults and $30 for kids (under 16) per quarter year. The

training fee is due in the first month of each new quarter (i.e. January, April, July and October).

Beginning of each financial year (1t July = 30" June), club member has the option to pay $200
for adults (or $100 for kids) for a full financial year, which equates to $50 for adults per quarter — a
saving of $40 dollars per year. Note that these fees do not include competition costs or grading
costs.

Payment can either be by cash to the Treasurer or an authorised representative. A preferable
alternative is payment by internet, telephone or in-person deposit into the following bank
account:
